FOR THE FIRST TIME IN 45 YEARS. a baseball 
player won the batting Triple Crown when 
Detroit's Miguel Cabrera led the American 
League in batting average. home runs and 
RBI. 

AFTER 82 YEARS IN OPERATION, 
Hostess Brands. the maker 
of Twinkies. Ding-Dongs and 
Wonder Bread. closed up shop. 
The company, which was in 
bankruptcy, planned to sell its 
assets, leaving a glimmer of 
hope that another company 
would bring back the much­
loved confections. The end of 
Hostess shut down 33 bakeries, 
565 distribution centers and 570 
bakery outlets. and 18.500 jobs 
were lost. 



PRESIDENT BARACK OBAMA, a Democrat, won re-election with 62.6 million votes 
- 51% of the popular vote and 332 electoral votes - over his opponent, former 
Massachusetts Gov. Mitt Romney. Key battleground states, such as Ohio and Florida, 
went for Obama, as did a majority of women and minority voters. Republicans 
retained control of the House of Representatives. while Democrats kept control of 
the Senate.

The Ravens built 
a huge lead behind quarterback Joe Fiacco and receiver Anquon Boldin before holding 
off a late 49ers rally, while both teams dealt with a 30-minute second half delay due to a 
power outage in the Superdome. 



FACING A SELF-IMPOSED Jan. 1 deadline of forced. wide ranging 
tax increases and spending cuts known as the "fiscal cliff," Congress 
passed the American Taxpayer Relief Act of 2012. The act extended 
the Bush era tax cuts but raised other taxes, including the Social 
Security part of the payroll tax. Passage of the act averted a 
recession at that time, and Congress continued its work by preparing 
to discuss spending cuts. 

THE SUMMER OLYMPICS look over London and the world's attention 
in August. The U.S. won Gold for only the second time ever in the 
women's gymnastics team event. Gabby Douglas. McKayla 
Maroney, Aly Reisman. Kyla Ross and Jordyn Wieber became known 
as the "Fierce Five." Jamaican sprinter Usain Bolt became the first 
man to ever win the 100 and 200 meters in back-to-bock Olympics. 
Swimmer Michael Phelps won six more medals to become the most 
decorated Olympian ever. 

NATIONAL HOCKEY LEAGUE OWNERS declared 
a player lockout less than a month before the 
start of the 2012-13 season. The labor dispute 
over revenues stretched into the new year, 
forcing the cancellation of more than 600 
games before it was finally settled on Jan. 6., 
and the season began on Jan. 19.

New 
York City and New Jersey were especially hard hit leaving millions of residents without power and in short supply of food and 
gas for weeks. Damage estimates were put at $42 billion for New York state and $30 billion for New Jersey. The super storm, 
820 miles in diameter. even created surfing conditions on Lake Michigan at Chicago.

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WHOEVER SAID YOU GET WHAT YOU PAY FOR hod not heard 
of MOOCs - massive open online courses. MOOCs were 
free, and courses were taught by professors from major 
universities such as Stanford and Harvard. More than 
one million people attended such classes. although the 
completion rote was low. 

CLARK KENT A K A SUPERMAN quit his reporting job at The 
Doily Planet newspaper in a huff. His next career move was 
unknown but there was tal he might start a blog. Amid that 
change. Mad magazine. and its mascot Alfred E. Newman. 
rolled post its 60th anniversary continuing its blazing satire 
and questioning of authority. 

(i} POPE BENEDICT XVI announced in mid-February that he 
would step down as the leader of the Roman Catholic 
Church on Feb. 28 the first ime in almost 600 years a pope 
has left the pos • Benedict, 85 said advanced age led to 
his decision.

LANCE ARMSTRONG, the American cyclist who famously won the Tour 
de France seven times while also overcoming cancer, was charged with 
using performance-enhancing drugs by the US. Anti-Doping Agency. 
Armstrong was stripped of his titles and banned from cycling for life. 
Armstrong later confessed to using the banned substances during a 
notional TV interview with talk show host Oprah Winfrey. 

FACING RECORD LOSSES IN THE 
BILLIONS OF DOLLARS, the U.S. 
Postal Service announced plans 
to cut Saturday moil service. 
Under the plan. Saturday moil 
delivery would stop in August, bu 
on that day post offices would 
be open and packages would 
be delivered. 

ENERGY DRINKS AND ENERGY 
SHOTS were studied by the 
Food and Drug Administration 
after reports of 13 deaths and 
33 people hospitalized. The 
government's Substance 
Abuse and Mental Health 
Services Administration also 
said emergency room visits 
doubled to 20.000 since 2007 
as a result of the drinks. with 
most of those visits by teens 
and young adults.
